Dear Senator: 


We are pleased to inform you that we have formed a national coalition of Muslim organizations for Iraq called the American Muslim Iraq Peace Initiative [AMIPI] in Washington DC on 7-11-07. Right now there are 22 members of this coalition notable among them are ISNA, CAIR, MPAC, IIIT and UMAA, these are major national organizations, as you perhaps know. We also expect many more organizations to join us as our work progresses.

Therefore, our agenda as per the coalition’s resolution is to pursue peace in Iraq. Our strategies are mediation, conflict resolution and reconciliation among various conflicting parties in Iraq and outside Iraq to help achieve peace and success in Iraq. Iraq needs a diplomatic solution and we believe we can offer one. 


We know this undertaking would be an enormously difficult task and we need the cooperation and support from all sides especially from the Congress and the Senate of the USA. We are determined to contribute to the best of our abilities to help different conflicting parties in coming to an equilibrium at which all find security and welfare in the participation of the governance of Iraq. 

We believe we have a better chance in succeeding because we do not have any political ambition in Iraq and we do not possess any conflict of interest. We are an independent party, a citizens’ activist group-- and being Muslims we are conversant with their mindsets -- our help in negotiation and counseling may be better accepted by the desperate parties who are all stuck in a deadlock situation. History is a testament that whenever a stalemate, such as that exists now in Iraq, exists a new party with a fresh set of ideas emerges to help a way out. We believe, God willing, we can be that party offering a way out of this vicious and desperate situation.


We, therefore, request you a meeting with us at your earliest convenience to discuss the matter in detail. Our coalition is new but our agenda is aggressive and intensive as we realize time is of the essence. Our delegation would be in DC from Sept. 25 to Sept. 28 meeting Senators.
